2008 Baseball All-OAC Teams and Special Award Winners 
 
 Austintown, Ohio-The Ohio Athletic Conference (OAC) had announced the 2008 All-OAC teams and special award 
winners, today. A total of 46 student-athletes have been selected to the three teams. All baseball awards are selected by 
the League coaches at their annual spring meeting held in conjunction with the OAC Tournament.  

 
Jack Rafeld OAC Player-of-the-Year 

      Muskingum sophomore catcher Brock Whiteman (New Concord/John Glenn) has been named the 2008 Jack 
Rafeld OAC Player-of-the-Year, to become the first Muskie to earn this honor. This is the 31st annual presentation of the 
Jack Rafeld Award, which honors the OAC's most outstanding baseball player.  

The award is named in honor of one of Mount Union's most successful coaches. Jack Rafeld served in various 
capacities from 1946-79 in Mount Union's physical education and athletics department. In 30 years as the baseball coach, 
Rafeld guided the Purple Raiders to a 304-220-3 overall record. 
 Whiteman currently ranks 17th in NCAA Division III in doubles, 21st in total bases, 32ndin slugging percentage and 36th 
in batting average. Whiteman completed the season leading the Muskies and the OAC in batting average (.450), hits (67), 
doubles (19), RBI’s (51) and total bases (117). He also ranked second in the Conference in homeruns with nine. 
     Whiteman has earned First Team All-OAC honors. He was named to the second team in 2007.  
 
 

Kent Tekulve OAC Pitcher-of-the-Year 
Otterbein senior Dan Remenowsky (Cincinnati/Moeller) has been named the 2008 Kent Tekulve Pitcher-of-the-Year 

for the third straight time. Remenowsky is just the third Cardinal to earn this honor. This is the 13th year in which this honor 
has been presented.  

The award is named after 1969 Marietta graduate Kent Tekulve, who spent 21 seasons playing professional baseball, 
including 17 seasons with the Pittsburgh Pirates. He was a key member of the Pirates' 1979 World Series championship 
team, setting a major league record with three saves in the series against Baltimore. He broke Hoyt Wilhelm's record of 
1,018 career relief appearances. Tekulve finished his professional career with 1,050 games played, 184 saves and a 94-
90 record. 

Remenowsky helped lead the Cardinals to their 13th OAC Tournament appearance. He completed the season with a 5-
2 record. Remenowsky has appeared in 12 contests, started eight and earned one save in 60.2 innings. He carried a 2.23 
earned-run average and led the team with 57 strikeouts.  

This is the fourth time Remenowsky has earned All-OAC honors.

     Heidelberg Head Coach Matt Palm has been named the 2008 Don Schaly Coach-of-the-Year for the third time in his 
nine years at the helm. He previously earned the coach-of-the-year award in 2000 and 2004. Palm is just the second 
Heidelberg coach all-time to garner this honor. 
     Under Palm’s guidance, the Berg won the OAC Regular-Season and Tournament Titles and earned an automatic bid 
to the Mideast Regional in 2008.
